Foundry to replace originals made by the 
Coalbrookdale Co Ltd for the Great Exhibition of 
1851.

Cast-iron stair cases and fire-escapes were a speciality of the Lion Foundry. 
This example was supplied to Rudge-Whitworth Limited, bicycle and 
motorcycle manufacturer of Coventry, c 1910. The photograph shows staff 
filling the street in front of the factory, lining the fire-escape on the side of 
building and even standing on the roof of the factory.

Public urinals and toilets were often made from cast iron. 
The Lion Foundry supplied them to many companies 
with large workforces, including the Clyde and Tyneside 
shipyards. These facilities would be supplied with a 
timekeeper's desk to prevent the workers from loitering.
